Parish Paths Initiative


The Chairman, Vice-Chairman and Clerk had attended a presentation on Saturday 3rd 
November at Newton Rigg to find out details of Cumbria County Council’s “Parish 
Paths Initiative”.


The object scheme is to facilitate maintenance of the Definitive Footpaths network.  
Each participating parish would be required to carry out an annual inspection of the 
footpaths within its boundaries, using local volunteers.  The County has allocated up 
to £1,000 per parish for repair works which will be organised locally by the parish 
council.


It was resolved that Ravenstonedale Parish Council should join the scheme.
Registration of Village Greens 2007 

Following new legislation on the registration of greens in the Commons Act 2006 
which came into force in April 2007 the question was put “are there areas in the 
parish which should be registered?”

Advantages of registering land as a green include protection of land from 
development and to prevent the interruption of its use or enjoyment by the public.


Further investigation is to be pursued for potential sites within the parish which are 
not already registered.
Millennium Field

Following recent exceptional rainfall, a problem had occurred with surface water 
flooding the Kings Head public house.  It was considered that no action taken on the 
Millennium Field by the Parish Council or its agents could be considered to have 
exacerbated existing conditions.  


It was resolved that no action be taken by the Parish Council at this time.
